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Abstract

Stela of King Rameses lll in the Tanta Museum

A votive stela of king “Rameses III” preserved in the Tanta Museum (n.487)of
sandstone displayed, it belongs to the period of “Rameses III” rigen which has not
been published before, bears an inscription of the king making offerings to the god
“Amun-Ra” standing in front of him, with the names and titles of the king and the
deity written at the top and bottom of the inscription, rectangular in shape with a round
top on the inside, the usual decorations on funerary paintings do not appear on it. It has
an inscription of the king wearing a ceremonial kilt and a short wig similar to the
Nubian hair that appeared since the era of the modern state. He presents offerings to
the god "Amon-Ra", standing before him, carrying the sceptre and the sign of life, and
wearing the crown of the two feathers, with the names and titles of the king and the
deity mentioned in hieroglyphic script at the top and bottom of the panel; The stela is

mostly in good condition
